Subject: New Computer Studies course: Digital Technology and
Innovations in the Changing World/Technologies
numeriques et innovations dans un monde en évolution,
Grade 10, Open (ICD20)

As part of the Ministry of Education’s commitment to modernizing education and
preparing students for the jobs of tomorrow, the Minister of Education has issued a new
Grade 10 Computer Studies course, Digital Technology and Innovations in the
Changing World, Open (ICD20).

The new Digital Technology and Innovations in the Changing World course (ICD20)
replaces Introduction to Computer Studies, Grade 10, Open (ICS20) and will be
implemented in Ontario classrooms starting in September 2023. As of September 2023,
ICS20 should no longer be offered and the course code will expire at the end of the
2022-23 school year. Please note that all other courses in The Ontario Curriculum,
Grades 10 to 12: Computer Studies, 2008 remain in effect.

This course will help students develop cutting-edge digital technology and computer
programming skills that will support them in contributing to and leading the global
economic, scientific and societal innovations of tomorrow. Students will learn and apply
coding concepts and skills to build hands-on projects and investigate artificial
intelligence, cybersecurity, and other emerging digital technologies that connect to a
wide range of fields and careers. Using critical thinking skills with a focus on digital
citizenship, students will investigate the appropriate use and development of the digital
technologies that they encounter every day, as well as the benefits and limitations of
these technologies.

The new Digital Technology and Innovations in the Changing World course is available
to all parents, teachers and students on the Curriculum and Resources website at
Ontario.ca/curriculum.
